            Gunshot Would Fatal for Youth
 

     William Howard Cleaver, 19, 114 W. Republic, died at St. John's Hospital at 7:05 pm Tuesday (July 29) from a gunshot wound in the abdomen.  Police said the wound was self-inflicted.  Mr. Cleaver was alone in his room at the time of the shooting which was about 12:30 pm Tuesday.  He has been despondent and in ill health recently.  He left a note.

     Mr. Cleaver was born Jan. 22, 1939, at Oklahoma City, Okla.  He had lived in Salina 17 years and had been a student at the College of Emporia.

     He was a member of the University Methodist Church.  Survivors include his mother, Mrs. Edith Cleaves; a brother, Ancel, of the home; and five sisters, Betty, and Mrs. Marin Gower, Salina; Mrs. LeRoy Ashcraft, Newton; Mrs. Bernard Heintz, Marion, Iowa; and Mrs. Tom Bocian, Peoria, Ill.

     The funeral will be at 10 am Friday at the Guy R. Ryan Sons Mortuary, the Rev. A. C. Worthington officiating.  Burial will be in Roselawn Memorial Park.  Friends may call at the mortuary.
