Former Salinan Killed Crash Near Walker

     A former Salinan, Frank L. Combs, 34, Gorham, was killed Friday in a 2-car crash 1 ½ miles east of Walker in Ellis county on old US-40.  Walker is near the Russell-Ellis county line between Russell and Hays.

     Gwenn L. Bosch, 44, Gorham, driver of the other car, was in serious condition Saturday in the intensive care unit at St. Anthony hospital in Hays.  She suffered facial cuts, a broken left leg and internal injuries.

     Ellis county sheriff’s investigators said Mr. Combs was driving east and his car struck a bridge, then swerved into the path of the westbound Bosch auto.  The cars collided nearly head-on.  Mr. Combs was the 13th traffic fatality in Ellis county this year.

     Frank Lee Combs was born in Oklahoma and raised in Salina.  He moved to rural Gorham in June.  He was a salesman for the Parada Furniture Co., St. Louis, Mo.  He was a 32nd Degree Mason and a veteran of the Marine Corps.

     Survivors are the widow, Alberta S., of the home; his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Gerald Combs, 1815 Simmons, Salina, and 2 brothers, Bill Eugene, Ore., and Jack, Medford, Ore.
