Vivian Ann (Piper) Koehler
(No obituary was published for Vivian but I was put in contact with her daughter, Susan (Koehler) Koetz, who gave me basic information of Vivian’s life.  I also found some details from web resources.  I have assembled them as best I can on this page. -- Phil)

     Vivian was born June 6, 1939 in Salina to Gilbert L. Piper (1912-1991) & Mable M. (Burkman) Piper (1912-1992).
     She went to Hawthorne grade school.  I find her photo in our 7th (Home Room 11) 9th grade Junior High Lights.  In high school Vivian worked as a car hop on roller skates and had the Social Security number 514-34-3772 (issued in 1953-1954).  It was as a car hop that Vivian met her husband to be.
     Salina Journal, Dec. 9, 1956, page 11:  “Mr. and Mrs. G. L. Piper. 1194 E. Woodland, announce the engagement of their daughter, Vivian, to Herman J. Koehler, son of Mrs. Florence Koehler, Columbus, Ohio. Miss Piper is a senior at Salina High school. Mr. Koehler, graduate of St. Mary's High School in Columbus, Ohio, is a diesel engineer for Preston-Duffy and Sons in Columbus. The couple has not chosen a wedding date.”

     She married Herman J. Koehler in 1957 and shortly thereafter moved to the Columbus, OH area.  A 1983 record has them living in nearby Pickerington while a 1993 record has them in Columbus.
     They had two children:  Herman Jr. and Susan (Koehler) Koetz.  Their first grandchild was born shortly before Vivian died, so she didn’t get to see any of her grandchildren.
     Vivian died of leukemia at the age of 56 on January 22, 1996 in the Riverside Methodist Hospital in Columbus and was buried in Madison Mills, Fayette Country, OH (the “Madison TP township Cemetery”).
