Edna Maude Smith, the woman who taught American history to generations of Salina high school students, died October 21, 1971, at Kenwood View nursing home after a long illness. 

Miss Smith joined the faculty of the old Washington high school in 1915. She ended her career 45 years later, still the American history teacher at Salina High.

Miss Smith was born at Smith Center on Aug. 10, 1884 and was a graduate of Kansas University.  Besides professional teacher associations, she was a member of the American Association of University Women, the Daughters of the American Revolution, Native Daughters of Kansas, PEO Sisterhood; YWCA and the Rolling Hills Congregational Church.

Survivors included a niece, Joan Smith.

Burial is at the Cedar Hill Cemetery at Cora, Smith County, Kansas.
