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      Kay Alvina (Vickroy) Baumann
The Denver Post on May 3, 2007 had this brief obituary:
BAUMANN, KAY A. 67, of Aurora, CO, passed away December 31, 2006. She is the mother of Chris, Debi; daughter of Lydia Vickroy; sister of David Vickroy; grandmother of Rachel, Becky, Regina; 4 great grandchildren. Memorial services are scheduled for 10:00 AM Saturday, May 5, 2007 at 1st Baptist Church, 1550 Havana, Aurora, CO.


The name, the age, the location, the mother’s and brother’s names all match those for “our” Kay Vickroy.  I sought more information from the internet and from a good friend of Kay’s, Ardyn (Allison) Ericson.  From these sources I have tried to expand on this obituary.

Kay was born November 8, 1939, apparently as Alvina Kay Vickroy.  Early in life she seems to have switched her first two names, but Alvina still appears first in official documents (e.g., SHS graduation program, Salina speeding ticket).  A brother Dewey W. Vickroy, Jr was born in 1941.  Another brother David is mentioned in the obituary but I have no information on him.

Her father was Dewey Warren Vickroy (1919 or 1916 to 1965).  Her mother was Lydia Lucy (Abrahamson) Vickroy (1921 to 2008) from Moline, Illinois.  They married on Dec. 17, 1938 in Muscatine, Iowa.  Dewey is listed as living in Kewanee, Illinois as the manager of the Bellson Music Co.  (Moline, Muscatine, and Kewanee are not many miles apart.)

Dewey enlisted in the army in Jan. 1944, becoming a 1st Lieutenant.  He was released in July 1947.  He may have been a pilot in the Army Air Corp because around 1954 he flew Kay and friend(s) to Kansas City for shopping, using a light civilian airplane.


Kay is in photos on this web site from Lowell grade school’s 6th grade school.  She is not in the one Lowell photo from 5th grade I have but there were two classes of each grade, so I can’t say if she was in Lowell for 5th grade or not.  But 6th grade started in Sept. 1950 and the city directory for 1950 shows the Vickroy family living in Salina that year.  So they moved from Rock Island to Salina not long before Kay was in 6th grade.  


Lowell would have been the closest grade school to their Kirwin address in 1950, although a mile away.  By 1952 they lived across the street from Lowell but Kay was in junior high school by then.
[image: image2.emf]     This is Kay’s photo from the Dec. 1955 SHS production of Carousel where she sang the role of Carrie.  She also sang in the elite Madrigal group as a junior and senior, and played the violin in the orchestra.


After high school, only glimpses of Kay’s life were found.  She received Social Security Number 331-34-7703 from Illinois in the 1957-1959 time frame.  Ardyn says that Kay was one of several who went to Moline, Illinois to work at a lodge for a summer, which might explain the location of the Social Security Number.

Ardyn says that Kay had time in New York City shortly after graduation and won a beauty contest at some beach.  Kay also spent some time in California.
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Some certain information is in a letter Kay wrote to Ardyn in August 1977 that included this photo.  Her name then was Kay Cordoba of 1117 Lima, Aurora, CO.  She said “I’m remarried (again)…”  So I infer that Cordoba was her second marriage and Baumann became her third.  She mentions having children (plural), which is consistent with the obituary.    


“I’m enrolled in Anthropology this fall and I’m still trying to get my Sociology degree.  My plan, at this time, is to work in the field of geriatrics.  Reason being, there is so little done with the aged and I’d like to assist in some way.  Just hope I’m not ancient when I finally earn my degree!

     “I visit with Mom frequently.  We’ve become good friends not only Mother & Daughter reunited.”

     Kay also says that her brother David Marnon [spelling?] lives in Leawood, Kansas and is the vice-president of a bank.  That agrees with having a brother “Daivd” in the obituary.  She also says that Dewey Jr. is in Blackwell, Oklahoma working in the oil fields.  Her sister was in college.

Kay’s father died in 1965 and is buried in the IOOF Blackwell, Oklahoma Cemetery.  His marker emphases his military service.  It is shown on the FindAGrave.com web site.

Lydia L. Vickroy moved to or near Denver.  A 1970 city directory listed her as the widow of Dewey, consistent with his death in 1965.  It says that she was “Payment Supervisor, Keystone Reader” and lived at 1121 Havana St. (four blocks from the church with Kay’s memorial service).  A 1982 address for Lydia was 2256 Joliet St., Aurora, CO.  Kay’s Lima St. home and Lydia’s Joliet St. home were only 10 blocks apart, making frequent visits easy.  Lydia died in Oct. 2008, two years after Kay.

I found that a “Dewey W. Vickroy” of Ventura,CA was born Jan. 26, 1941 and died Dec. 23, 2004 (two years before Kay).  He had the Social Security Number 512-36-4002 issued in Kansas in 1954.  This sounds like Dewey W. Vickroy, Junior, a brother of Kay.  There was another brother, David, listed in the obituary; Ardyn says that years ago he was in banking in Leawood, KS.

The last names of the children, grandchildren, and great grandchildren are not given in the obituary and no guess can be made here.

Relatives who are known to have died before Kay are not listed in the obituary while those known to be alive.  (The state of Dewey Jr. and her sister is not known.)  This further assures me that the obituary is truly for Kay Vickroy of the SHS Class of ’57.
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
