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Larry Tye, on page x (the preface) of his 2010 detailed biography “Satchel, The Life and Times of an American Legend “ shows that Leroy Robert (“Satchel”) Paige was born on July 7, 1906 in Mobile, Alabama.  So when Satch was in Salina for the summer of 1960 he was 54 years old.

Satchel pitched for the Salina Etherington Blue Jays, sponsored by George Etherington, managed by John Woody, with Ally Leiker as business manager.  Satch’s first game for the Blue Jays was on June 22, 1960.

John Woody was on the Salina police force from Nov. 53 to June 90, serving as Chief from June 67 to June 90.  He and other policemen were heavily involved in baseball for boys of all ages in Salina.
In a conversation with retired Chief Woody and his wife Lavonne at his home on April 15, 2010 he spoke of the summer of Satchel.  Players on this non-pro team for young men beyond high school were not paid, with the exception of Paige who was paid $10 a game.  He stayed a couple of nights at the Lamar Hotel, but to save money he often slept at the Woody house on the couch.  Some other ball players did the same.

After one 1960 game in Wichita the team was ignored in a Wichita restaurant because Paige was with them.  They drove home hungry.  Woody is still deeply upset by the blatant discrimination even today.

Satchel told long stories slowly.  Like this shortened version of one: “The fastest runner Satch ever saw could hit a ball between first and second, then get hit on the base paths by the same ball.”

I did a computer search at the Salina library of Salina Journals of 1960 and 1961 for the word “Satchel.”  The following clippings, in chronological order are what I found.  Most are exactly as seen in the Journal but the larger articles had to be cut apart and rearranged to fit on a page with a font large enough to read.

There was no blinding'speed to





A Personal Note

I played baseball with a man who (later) played with Satchel Paige.  You take fame where you find it.

A good friend, classmate, and teammate of mine in four high school sports, Jim Stauffer. played on this 1960 Blue Jay team with Woody and Satchel.  In the box scores you will see that he played shortstop.

In a 2002 AP story on the Stauffer family and their land conservation the following note appears (with an incorrect date):  “Jim (Stauffer) was an all-state shortstop for the Salina Blue Jays semiprofessional baseball club, competing in 1961 at the Kansas Semi-Pro State Tournament in Wichita with legendary pitcher Satchel Paige.  It was 10 years before Paige was elected to the Baseball Hall of Fame.”  Sadly, Jim died in 2003 so I can’t get his stories of playing with Satchel Paige.

Jim Stauffer and I are in our durable wool uniforms, ready for Salina’s July heat wave.

Mr. Exline, owner of a truck motor repair company, sponsored the team (on which his two sons played, very capably).  Hence the X-line logo on the uniforms.

This must have been 1953 because the next three summers (1954-56) we were on the American Legion team before graduating from high school.

We went separate ways after 1957 and never met again to talk about the good old days.  Maybe Jim would have brought up the summer of Satchel, but maybe not.  Having moved away from Salina, I never heard that Satchel was ever in Salina until just a year ago.
Roger Wilbur, the youngest of three athletically talented brothers, is two years younger than Jim and I so in school I knew him only slightly.  But he too played on that 1960 Blue Jay team, as the box scores show.
